On Wednesday 26 March we will have the pleasure of Sharon Rice visiting us to address Operations Management students at Binghamton University.  At the invitation of Binghamton University and your APICS Chapter, Sharon Rice, Executive Vice President of APICS corporate will be visiting from Chicago to discuss Operations Management as a career and how APICS will play a part in this career path.  There will be a limited number of seats available for local members to sit in on this opportunity to hear from one of the leaders of our organization.  She will be addressing a class of 220 Binghamton University School of Management students in Lecture Hall 14 at 6 pm that evening.

Public parking will be available across from the Lecture Hall on campus.  There is a fee for this parking and you will have pay as you leave after the class.

Directions – Drive on to campus, bear right onto West Drive at the traffic circle.  West Drive winds around the campus past the Anderson Center, Science 5, Science 4 and Science 3, Academic A, and eventually Lecture Hall.  Just past Lecture Hall (on your left) you will see public parking on the right side of the drive.  It has lift gates to enter and leave.  Pull a ticket as you enter and save and use it to pay on your way out after the session.  After parking, walk back across the street to Lecture Hall, enter from the front door and go to your left until you find Lecture Hall 14.  You should be able to enter the classroom any time after 5:50 PM.  Do not try to enter earlier than that as there could be another class in the room. The APICS talk will start at 6 promptly.

Registration – Because there is limited seating at this event I will need to take reservations.  I am planning to let about 12 APICS members and guests into this normal lecture class at the University.  If you are interested, please let me know via email (dsheldon@sheldoninc.com) ASAP. Cost – There will be no charge other than the cost of parking on campus.  If you can car-pool that would be a savings for you. There is also no meal planned for this event.

New APICS Certification Maintenance Application Process

As an APICS designee, you know that you must meet certain requirements to maintain your certification.  This is to preserve the integrity and value of APICS certification programs.  The APICS certification maintenance programs allow designees to acquire ongoing knowledge in their field and demonstrate a commitment to lifelong learning through professional development activities.
As of January 13, 2014, you will be able to maintain your certification with a simpler application process.  While maintenance requirements remain the same, you will no longer be required to report detailed maintenance activities to APICS in the online application.  Instead, you will be required to submit documentation only if you are audited by APICS.  In addition, you will be immediately notified if you are being audited or your application has been accepted.

Note that you may now apply for certification maintenance at any time, rather than having to wait until the fifth year of your certification.  In addition, your new maintenance due date will be five years after your current maintenance due date.

These improvements are designed to simplify the maintenance process and encourage more designees to maintain their hard-earned certifications.
