APICS is pleased to announce a promotion for APICS CSCP candidates designed to increase testing confidence—and save cost.  From now until the end of 2013, candidates who take the APICS CSCP for the first time and do not pass are eligible for one retake exam at no cost. This offer is being extended to first-time

Lifetime certification is available to individuals who are at least 62 years of age and have current (non-suspended) certifications. Individuals with suspended or expired certifications must bring their certifications current before applying for lifetime certification. To request lifetime certification, submit your request to the APICS Certification department in writing along with a copy of a government-issued ID which confirms your age (drivers license, passport, etc).
