It will be scheduled once we have a roster of interested students.  We are entertaining 4 afternoons (16 hours total-probably 2-6pm each session) to review materials from study notes.  We will also do practice questions similar to what might be on the exam.

The Cost will be $250 plus the book cost.  We will use the 2010 APICS CPIM Exam Content Manual which can be downloaded with qualification approval by APICS for free (see http://www.apics.org/Certification/RecertificationExam.htm) and Brian Willcox Study Notes series also from APICS ($147).
